Brian Spires explained to Mr. Thomas where we are in the process and what we expect from an Engineering Firm regarding RFP etc.

Mentioned Clean Renewable Energy Board, 0% interest Federally subsidized would make application for TOK part of RFP next round of distribution.

Mr. Thomas stressed the importance of a flexible permit for RFP allows Town and Contractor flexibility in Turbine selection.

Various follow-up questions by Board Members.

At 8:20 met with Jim Sweeney, CCI Energy.  Brian Spires explained situation to Mr. Sweeney as presented to Atlantic Design. 
Mr. Sweeney explained his experience and expertise as project manager, related experience in Fairhaven and other projects he has worked on.  Has relationships with Atlantic Design, Glynn Electric, Palmer Capital and Lumás Construction.

Recommended AAER 2 MW Anobel 2000, GE Turbine

Mentioned that taller and bigger turbine not necessarily better, but size of the blades are crucial to turbines electric generation.

Suggested and agreed that GEO Technical is part of the RFP and should be done early in the process.

Suggest GEC get building permit and make it assignable to Contractor putting up turbine.

Various follow-up questions by Board Members.

At 9:10 met with Hank Ouimet, Steve Wiehe and Roger Alcott from Weston and Sampson.  Brian Spires reiterated the goals of the GEC regarding Wind Turbine for Kingston.

Hank and Steve explained the function of Weston & Sampson and its Alternative Energy Dept.  They have been involved in numerous RFP’s.  Spoke at length regarding Falmouth’s Turbine 1.65 MW.

They recommended Best Value Chapter 25A process for the RFP.  Mentioned positive/negative aspect of public vs. private turbines.

Committee explained the Grant Application and public ownership would be Town option.

GEC ask Jill to put forth a scope of our needs for applicants and will post a special meeting 9-3 at 7pm.
