  Departmental Bills Reviewed 
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  Shai Patel - 209 Country Club Way 
 

He is doing renovations to his home and was denied by the Health Agent because he is in 
a  Zone II, Water Resource Overlay District which allows for a flow of 440 gallons per 
day per acre, for which his system was designed. The proposed additional rooms require 
a design flow of at least 550 gallons per day. Therefore, an Innovative Alternate System 
with enhanced nitrogen removal is required prior to approval of the building application. 
He came before the Board to request a Deed Restriction for his property. The Health 
Agent told the Board she spoke with Brett Rowe at Department of Environmental 
Protection and he agreed with my decision. The Board agreed with the Health Agent’s 
decision and denied a Deed Restriction for Mr. Patel’s property.
