provided us with all of the electronic files for our review.

It should be noted that our Findings only note the major traffic aspects of the project. A number of minor issues will
need to be resolved should the project proceed through the permitting and design phases.

Greenman-Pedersen, Inc. (GPI) is providing this Final Memorandum to the town of Kingston on
the above referenced project. GPI has provided a peer review of the anticipated traffic impacts
associated with the development of 1021 kingston’s place. The following documents have been
reviewed:

»  Traffic Impact and Access Study and Technical Appendices dated September 2006.

»  Letter from Vanasse Hangen Brustlin, Inc. (VHB) dated February 15, 2007.

»  Traffic Impact and Access Study and Technical Appendices dated February 2007.

»  Revised analysis of Route 3 Northbound Ramps/Smith Lane/Ocean Hill Drive intersection
(received March 5, 2007).

»  Supplemental Analysis with Cordage Park 40R traffic (received March 5, 2007)

#  Draft Development Agreement from Thorndike Development Corporation to Mr. Paul
Basler, Superintendent of Streets, Trees and Parks dated March 6, 2007,

#  Letter from VHB dated March 21, 2007.

Based on our review of the documents, our meetings at the Planning office with the Developer
(Thorndike Development Corporation) and the traffic consultant (VHB), visits to the site,
meetings with the Planning Board and staff, and various discussions and correspondence, we
respectfully submit the following Findings:

L The Traffic Impact and Access Study (TIAS) for the site generally has been prepared
based on standard engineering practices, and in accordance with state and local guidelines.
The TIAS has reviewed and analyzed Existing (2007), No-Build (2012), and Build (2012)
conditions for the study area. Although the project will likely require ten (10) years to
develop, the 2012 study year is in accordance with state guidelines for the preparation of
traffic studies.

2. Without consideration of transit reduction credits and internal capture trips, use of
standard Institute of Transportation Engineers (ITE) trip generation data indicates that the
development would generate 12,410 trips on a weekday, and 11,932 trips on a Saturday.
The TIAS has predicted that only 7,668 trips will be made on a weekday, and 7,562 trips
on a Saturday. This represents an approximate 37% reduction in daily trips; the peak hour
reduction in trips is almost one-half of what ITE data would suggest.
